
Shri Sivakant Tiwari Ji was born in 

India and came to Singapore as a 

child. He received his primary school 

education at Monkôs Hill Primary 

School, where he excelled in his stud-

ies and went on to Raffles Institution 

for his secondary school education. 

Thereafter, Tiwari Ji read Law at the 

University of Singapore and gradu-

ated in 1968. Upon graduation, Ti-

wari Ji served his National Service 

with the Singapore Armed Forces. He 

then joined the Singapore Legal Ser-

vice. 
 

Tiwari Ji had a varied, distinguished 

and long career in the Legal Service 

where he served in a leading position 

on major local and international legal 

issues before retiring in 2008 as Prin-

cipal, Senior State Counsel, in the 

Attorney-Generalôs Chambers.  

His Legal Service contributions in-

clude leading several Commissions of 

Inquiry investigating  major local 

disasters, namely the explosion on 

board the vessel ñSpyrosò, the acci-

dent involving cable cars at Sentosa 

and the collapse of Hotel New World. 
 

Tiwari Ji was just as adept at handling 

international legal matters. He was 

among the pioneer batch of public 

legal officers specializing in interna-

tional law. He went on to distinguish 

himself with his contributions to-

wards protracted negotiations in con-

cerns such as Law of the Sea Confer-

ence, Free Trade Agreements  with sev-

eral countries, litigation concerning  

sovereignty of the island, Pedra Branca 

and many other matters.The Govern-

ment recognized Tiwari Jiôs long and 

illustrious career in the Legal Service 

and bestowed upon him several awards. 
 

After his retirement from Legal Service, 

Tiwari Ji, true to his Gandhian form, 

continued to contribute in various ca-

pacities. He joined  the Institute of 

South East Asian Studies as a Senior 

Research Fellow. Recently he published 

a book entitled  ñASEAN : Life after 

the Charter ,ò which was extremely well 

received as an important contribution to 

the implementation of the Charter from 

an expert in the field. 
  

On the community service front, Tiwari 

Ji was always active in community 

work. He was the Secretary of the Kreta 

Ayer Peopleôs Foundation. He was Pa-

tron of Siglap South Management Com-

mittee. He made significant contribu-

tions to the Hindu Endowment Board 

and Hindu Advisory Board. 
 

Prior to the formation of the Hindi Soci-

ety (Singapore), Tiwari Ji played a key 

role in formulating the strategy for 

gaining Government recognition of 

Hindi as a second language. He was 

instrumental in the formation of the 

Hindi Society (Singapore) in 1989 and 

has led the Society from its inception. 

 

With his dogged perseverance, steely 

determination and high social standing, 

Tiwari Ji galvanised broad-based sup-

port for the Society, which has evolved 

over the last 21 years into several Hindi 

Centres dedicated to the teaching of 

Hindi to about 2300 school-going chil-

dren in numerous schools and Hindi 

Centres.  
 

Tiwari Ji also played a key role in the 

establishment of the Board of Teaching 

and Testing of South Asian Languages, 

which is responsible for standardizing 

and conducting examinations across all 

the five Non-Tamil Indian Languages-

recognized by the Ministry of Educa-

tion. 
 

After 21 years, the Hindi Society 

(Singapore) is today a renowned institu-

tion in the Indian and Singaporean com-

munity. This would not have material-

ized without Tiwari Jiôs leadership and 

efforts. 
 

Tiwari Jiôs gentle demeanor belied his 

passion and steely determination to   

excel and to make improvements for the 

community; as has been observed re-

cently in the local press, he was a true          

karmayogi. 
 

We are proud to  have known him and 

for having had the privilege to have 

served with him in the furtherance of the 

cause of Hindi  and eventually other 

NTIL education in Singapore.  He will 

always be one of the leading lights of 

the Singaporean, in particular Hindi and 

Bhojpuri  speaking communities. The 

passing of Tiwari Ji is a loss for Singa-

pore and for all of us in the Indian  com-

munity. Tiwari Ji will be deeply missed, 

frequently remembered and always held 

in high esteem in our hearts, minds and 

collective psyche.
